[bookmark: _Pupil_premium_report]Coronavirus (COVID-19): catch-up funding plan
The government is providing schools with £650 million of universal catch-up premium funding for the 2020/2021 academic year. The aim of the funding is to help pupils catch up on education they have missed due to the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic. Schools should use this funding for specific activities to support their pupils to make up for lost teaching over the previous months. The Education Endowment Foundation has released its ‘School Planning Guide 2020-21’, which schools can use to develop their plans for the premium. 
[bookmark: PPR]This plan enables schools to outline how they are going to invest their funding for the whole school, targeted support and wider areas, e.g. supporting parents – at the end there is a summary report to outline the overall goals of the spending. Each section of the plan outlines actions to be taken, the aim of the intervention, how much the intervention will cost, who the lead member of staff will be and any additional comments. The plan should be completed in full and sent out to all relevant stakeholders.

	As part of the NTP (National Tutoring Programme) all of the mentor’s salary is covered by the Department for Education. School will employ the new mentor and pay the on costs. Miss Scott started supporting New Silksworth Infant Academy during Autumn 2, 2020, for half of the week.  She is currently supporting identified pupils across Years 1 & 2 (in addition to supporting the Junior Academy for the remaining half of her time).

	Release of staff to provide target support in the EYFS: Nuffield Early Language Intervention
	It aims to develop children’s vocabulary, listening and narrative skills and, in the last 10 weeks, also involves work to develop phonological awareness and early letter-sound knowledge as foundations for early literacy skills.
	It has been robustly tested through several trials including two funded by the EEF. The most recent, involving 193 schools, found that children who received NELI made, on average, +3 months of additional progress in oral language skills compared to children who did not receive NELI.

	Oral language skills form a crucial foundation for thinking, learning and social interaction. Children’s oral language ability during their early years is one of the strongest predictors of success in literacy, numeracy and later employment as well as wellbeing. The Reception Nuffield Early Language Intervention Programme (NELI) is currently the most well evidenced early language programme in the country.
